Bill = Comments

o Housing - 300,000 pa mandatory target is now advisory
o Local housing need currently based on 2014
projections
o Calculates total Council need but does not identify
housing types
o Backsliding on promises made about local democracy
o National Development Management Policies may
override local plan policies
o Threat to Green Belt and greenfield land

o But capacity for 1Im homes on brownfield for new
housing (CPRE)
